President's Message 

 

I would like to begin by sharing with you words from, PRAYERS AND DEVOTIONS, 365 daily meditations, 

by POPE JOHN PAUL II.                 

The Value of Ordinary Daily Activity  

 Consciousness that human labor is participation in Godôs work should, as the Second Vatican Council 

teaches, ñpermeate ordinary daily activities as well. When men and women work to gain a living for 

themselves and their families and carry out their activities in such a way as to do proper service to society as 

well, they may rightly maintain that they are extending the Creatorôs work through their work; they are making 

themselves useful to their brethren and are making a personal contribution to accomplishing Godôs providential 

plan in history.ò 

 So it is necessary for this Christian spirituality of labor to become the common heritage of all. There is 

need for the spiritual of labor to demonstrate, especially in our time, that maturity which is demanded by tension 

and anxieties in mind and hearts. 

 The knowledge that man participates in the work of creation through his labor constitutes the deepest 

motivation for starting out in various sectors. ñThe faithful,ò we read in the constitution Lumen gentium, 

ñshould therefore recognize the intimate nature of all creation, its value, and how it is ordained to praise of God; 

and they should help each other to live holier lives and also undertake appropriate secular activities, so that the 

world may be imbued with the spirit of Christ and more effectively attain its goal in justice, in charity and in 

peace. Therefore, with their abilities in worldly disciplines and through their activities they make a valuable 

contribution to created goods inwardly elevated by the grace of Christ enjoying progress through; human labor, 

technology and the culture of civilization, according to the Creatorôs dispositions and in the light of his Word.ò 

 

 Hear we are ending another year of spreading the message of Fatima. I need to let all our members and 

supporters know how much I appreciate your being lovingly faithful to Our Lady of Fatima and your 

willingness to let others see it in all you do each day. Since my last message to you, in September, the World 

Apostolate of Fatima members have completed the 2011 Calendar of Events. 

 

 St. Mary and Sacred Heart Parish celebrated the Children of the Eucharist Holy Hour on the first Friday 

of October at their Parishes and all who attended made it a prayerful time for the children in praying the Rosary 

with all the children of the world. 

 

 October 15, 2011 was the Annual Fatima Celebration, held at St. Mary Church, 182 Main Street, 

Newmarket, NH. 03857. After the Fatima talk from Rev. Marc Montminy and the installation of the Brown 

Scapular, the wind was too strong for the outside Rosary procession, so the Knights of Columbus and along 

with the Marian groups  processed inside and this helped to make the event a success. The showing of the 

Miracle of the Sun was the highlight of the day along with the refreshments shared. The WAF Board Members 
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want to thank everyone for their donations and look forward to spreading the message of Fatima for many more 

years to come. 

 

 October 20-21-22-23 found the President, Treasure who was also the Elected Delegate, and one other 

Board Member, driving to Washington NJ, to the Blue Army Shrine of the Immaculate Heart of Mary for the 

2011 WAF National Council Meeting. An informational and material gathering meeting, and elections of the 

National Board Members was held, where many Credentialed Divisions attended. Members returning will share 

the wealth of information and materials to help spread the message of Fatima in our Divisions. 

 

 November 12, 2011 was the WAF-NH Board of Trustees meeting and Christmas Social at St. Michael 

Church, Gabriel House meeting room, Exeter, NH. The meeting opened at 10:30 am. We reviewed the calendar 

of events up to June, 2012. We gave a report on the trip to the WAF, USA Shrine of the Immaculate Heart of 

Mary in Washington, New Jersey in October, where materials were passed out to members.

National Pilgrim Virgin Journal,  

December 2011 
 

 We concluded the three year effort to reestablish the 

National Pilgrim Virgin Program with great success: 25,000 new 

members of World Apostolate of Fatima, USA. We went over the 

top while touring the Archdiocese of Boston in October. After two 

decades of declining membership (since the collapse of the Soviet 

Union) we have found a way to make the Message of Fatima 

relevant to today's Catholics so they would again want to be part of 

Our Lady's official Fatima apostolate. 

 

 During the past 3 years we have experimented with various 

ways to present the Message of Fatima in a way that would be (1) 

accurate, (2) relevant to the present spiritual condition of our country 

and the world and (3) compelling to those who hear the message so 

they will join the W.A.F. and help spread the Message of Fatima 

throughout our country.  

 

 It took about a year to find the way that would work most 

effectively. We studied the Message of Fatima and decided to follow 

the guidance of the Angel of Peace who appeared to the three 

children, before Our Lady's appearances in 1917. The Angel didn't 

give us the whole Message, but he gave us an effective way to start. 

Sister Lucia once told John Haffert, the co-founder of the W.A.F., 

that the most important request of Our Lady at Fatima was Her first 

request, that we offer to God all our suffering as reparation for sin 

and for the conversion of sinners. This was in fact the first request 

made by the Angel of Peace: pray for sinners and offer sacrifices of 

reparation for them. Above all accept and bear with submission the 

suffering God sends you and offer it as reparation for the conversion 

of sinners. The Angel also said this is the way to bring peace to our 

country. 

 

 Offering all our suffering is just carrying our cross behind 

Jesus, as He asked us to do. It is also making up in our bodies the 

reparation that still remains to be done beyond the suffering of 

Christ, as Saint Paul teaches us. As members of Our Lord's Mystical 

Body we have the privilege and duty to offer anything and 

everything we suffer in union with the Cross as added reparation for 

sin and for the conversion of sinners. Our Lady said that sin is the 

cause of war; reparation is the way to bring about the conversion of 

sinners and peace to a nation. She asked us to "offer all our suffering 

for love of Jesus, for the conversion of sinners and as reparation for 

the sins committed against the Immaculate Heart of Mary." Spiritual 

peace for our nation includes the end of abortion and ending the 

increasing attacks on public prayer and Christian family life from 

our own government! 

 

 

 So we are asking all new members to pray the "Pardon 

Prayer"  given for our daily recitation by the Angel of Peace (for all 

to pray, every single day).  

 "My God I believe, I adore, I hope and I love You, I beg 

pardon for those who do not believe, do not adore, do not hope 

and do not love You". 

 And we are asking them to offer every day everything they 

will suffer, great or small, as reparation for abortion and the other 

sins of our nation, and also as reparation for the sins of their loved 

ones in need of conversion.  

 

 Half of the people we speak to about this message join the 

W.A.F. and make a written commitment to say the Pardon Prayer 

and offer all their suffering as reparation every day. Since they give 

us their names and contact information, we will now commence to 

teach and form them in the whole Message of Fatima, such as the 

Daily Rosary, the Brown Scapular and the Five First Saturday's 

Devotion. Half of those who join indicate that they wish to help their 

Division spread the Message of Fatima. That's around 12,000 of the 

total 25,000 new members who joined in the past 2 years.  

 

 We now need to develop Division programs to give our 

new members direction at their Parishes to spread the Message 

of Fatima. For example, my Erie Division has a Home 

Enthronement Program, and we plan to ask those who checked 

the "desire to help" box on their blue membership form to 

become our Parish Representatives for this program. This is the 

idea, to get the new active members to be Parish Representatives 

for the Division's programs. 

 

 Finally, this year the donations received at the Parishes that 

hosted the National Pilgrim Virgin more than covered all the costs of 

the program, plus provided the hosting Divisions with financial 

support for their own programs and new members. 

 

 For next year we don't yet have firm commitments from 

Divisions for February, April or May. The rest of the months have 

firm commitments. Every Division needs to host a National Pilgrim 

Virgin tour. It doesn't cost anything as everything is covered by the 

donations taken in, (that is, after we cover the Divisions expenses, 

we divide what's left over 50/50 with the WAF, USA). If your 

Division doesn't have enough local support to host a tour please let 

me know and we will see if there is any way we can help. We put on 

a tour of the Sioux Falls, SD Diocese with no Division to help. 

 

 Our Lady called on us and is counting on us to get out this 

critical message to restore the Christian culture of our western 

nations. It is the most effective way we can answer the call of 

Blessed Pope John Paul II and Pope Benedict XVI  to engage in the 

New Evangelization to restore the Faith to those countries that 

suffered so much spiritual loss during the 20th century (as Our Lady 

warned would happen if we ignored Her Message). This is the way 

we will end abortion and restore the Christian culture and Christian 

morality to our own country, as is now happening with government 

support in Russia.

Blessed Pope John Paul II 

& the Total Consecration to Jesus through Mary 

 

 Blessed Pope John Paul II made the Total Consecration to 

Jesus through Mary. In his apostolic letter, ñRosarium Virginis 

Mariae,ò the Pope noted that his personal motto ñTotus Tuusò 

(Totally Yours) was inspired by the Total Consecration.  

 

 Further, the Holy Father said that reading St. Louis de 

Montfortôs ñTrue Devotion to the Blessed Virgin Maryò marked a 

turning point in his life. Blessed John Paul II talked about this in an 

October, 2000 address to the 8th International Mariological 

Colloquium in Rome. Blessed John Paul II noted that he had read 

and reread de Montfortôs book. ñThen I understood that I could not 

exclude the Lord's Mother from my life without neglecting the will 

of God-Trinity,ò he said, ñwho willed to begin and fulfil the great 

mysteries of the history of salvation with the responsible and faithful 

collaboration of the humble handmaid of Nazareth.ò 

 

 During his recovery from the May 13, 1981, attempt on his 

life, Blessed John Paul II came to believe that it was the Blessed 

Virginôs hand who guided the assassinôs bullet to barely avoid 

inflicting a surely fatal wound. He determined that the mysterious 

Third Message of Fatima foretold this attempt on his life. 

 

 At the end of the May 13, 2000 Beatification Mass for 

Blessed Francisco Marto and his sister, Blessed Jacinta Marto (two 

of the three Portuguese shepherd children to whom Our Lady of 

Fatima appeared six times in 1917), Cardinal Secretary of State 

Angelo Sodano read from the official text that revealed ï for the first 

time ï the Third Message of Fatima: ñEven if the events to which the 

third part of the Secret of Fatima refers now seem part of the past, 

Our Lady's call to conversion and penance, issued at the beginning 

of the twentieth century, remains timely and urgent today.ò 

 

The Popes teach on the Total Consecration 

As a Compelling Way of Life 

 

Many Popes have recognized it as an inspiring devotion 

to protect and perfect us. 

 

HAVERTOWN, PA., November 7, 2011 ï ñWe intend to entrust to 

our heavenly Mother the entire human family, with its problems, its 

anxieties, its legitimate aspirations and ardent hopes." 

 

 The above is not from St. Louis de Montfort, who first 

formulated what we now call the Total Consecration to Jesus 

through Mary. Rather, it is from Pope Paul VI, in a speech that 

closed the third session of Vatican II on Nov. 21, 1964. Marian 

devotees and other faithful Catholics are well aware of Blessed Pope 

John Paul IIôs consecration to Our Lady. He has never been alone. 

Popes throughout the ages have displayed the same devotion to our 

Blessed Mother, and have urged Catholics to heed Godôs call to His 

Motherôs Immaculate Heart. 

 

 

 In his Apostolic Exhortation Signum Magnum, delivered on 

May 13, 1967 ï the 50
th
 anniversary of Maryôs first apparition to the 

three shepherd children in Fatima, Portugal, Pope Paul VI urged 

Catholics to renew personally the consecration to Mary that Pope 

Pius XII proclaimed for the whole world on Oct. 13, 1942 ï the 25
th
 

anniversary of the Miracle of the Sun at Fatima. 

 

 "We exhort all the sons of the Church to renew personally 

their consecration to the Immaculate Heart of the Mother of the 

Church,ò Paul VI said, ñand to live personally this noble act of 

veneration through a life increasingly in conformity with the Divine 

Will, in a spirit of filial service, and devoted imitation of their 

Heavenly Queen." 

 

 ñWe know that the Total Consecration is a compelling way 

of life that provides protection and leads to perfection as we give 

ourselves totally to Jesus Christ through his Blessed Mother,ò said 

Anthony Mullen, Executive Director of the Children of the Father 

Foundation and the www.myconsecration.org website. ñAs we 

complete the 33-day devotion, we develop the certitude that Mary, as 

our Mother and Queen of Heaven and Earth, leads us closer and 

closer to her Son every moment of our lives.ò 

 

 The Catholic Church recently commemorated the 94
th
 

anniversary of ñThe Day the Sun Dancedò ï the miracle of Oct. 13, 

1917, that completed Our Ladyôs apparitions to three peasant 

children in Fatima, Portugal. One of them, Blessed Sr. Lucia dos 

Santos, later had a vision of Jesus during which He said that He 

wanted devotion to the Immaculate Heart of Mary to be next to 

devotion to His Sacred Heart. 

 

 ñThe driving force behind our efforts to spread the Total 

Consecration comes from Jesusô words,ò Mullen said. ñHe has asked 

His Church to come to Him through His Blessed Mother, and St. 

Louis de Montfort developed this devotion as a result of his own 

personal discernment of Jesusô call to elevate devotion to Maryôs 

Immaculate Heart.ò

 The My Consecration Apostolate was formed by 

an alliance of Catholic apostolates with a very strong devotion to our 

Blessed Mother and the Rosary. They share a common concern for 

the saving of souls and strengthening of the Catholic Church through 

the "Total Consecration to Jesus Though Mary". Our alliance is 

composed of the World Apostolate of Fatima, USA (WAF USA) and 

Lighthouse Catholic Media, St. Joseph Communication, 

(Stewardship: A Mission of Faith and the Children of the Father 

Foundation, which was founded by Anthony Mullen). 

 Making and living oneôs Consecration has the blessing of 

Blessed Pope John Paul II in his book "Crossing the Threshold of 

Hope" and Pope Benedict XVI issued his Apostolic Blessing on our 

DVD project promoting this Marian Consecration through the My 

Consecration Apostolate. The DVD; "Giving God the Love We 

Should" includes the personal testimony of His Eminence Cardinal 

Justin Rigali of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia and  is an integral 

part of the Parish Leaders Packet which we can make available to 

you if you become interested in that role. We pray that you will 

Entrust or Consecrate your life to Jesus through His Mother.

 We also pray that once this is accomplished, you will help 

spread Godôs Protection to your family, friends and Pastor. 

 Ray Mooney, National Director of Parish Consecration, 

MyConsecration.org  reported a  tremendous surge in orders since 

August 1, 2011 we have shipped almost 30,000 Consecration 

Packets in English (26,500) and in Spanish (3,400) in the US and 

Canada as well as 1,650 Parish Leaders Packets.  We also have 

separately shipped over 6,000 Preparation books in English (4,800) 

and Spanish (1400).   

 Most of the Preparation Books are used here in the United 

States or in Canada, but some are being used in other countries 

through contacts with our people. These numbers include over 3,000 

individual orders placed on our website, MyConsecration.org. 

 Ray spoke about the groups of volunteers who have 

organized Parish Consecrations in their own Parish or who have 

worked on a regional basis to coordinate several Parish 

Consecrations. 

 The World Apostolate of Fatima, Manchester Diocesan 

Division, headed our first one from September 4, to October 7, 2011, 

with eleven Parishes joining us and approximately 600 people who 

made their Consecration on the "Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary".  

 At our November 12, 2011 WAF-NH Board of Trustees 

meeting the motion passed that our Division would promote the 

devotion of "" St. Louis Marie de Montfort"  "33 Day 

Consecration to Jesus through Mary"" , three times a year.  

The Marian Feast Day's we have selected are as follows:  

Date to Start: Date of Consecration: 

*April 10ééééMay 13 - Feast of Our Lady of Fatima 

*June 13éééé.July 16 - Feast of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel 

*September 4ééOctober 7 - Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary 

 

 Total Consecration is the perfect renewal of our 

Baptismal vows, the giving of ourselves back to Christ through 

Maryôs hands. 

 

 Each day consists of readings from Scripture and spiritual 

texts (e.g., Imitation of Christ, True Devotion), Part I: (12 days) 

Casting off the Spirit of the World, Part II: (First week) Knowledge 

of Self, Part III: (Second week) Knowledge of Our Lady, Part IV: 

(Third Week) Knowledge of Christ then prayers (e.g., Veni Sancti 

Spiritu, Ave Maris Stella, Litany of the Holy Spirit, and Litany of 

the Blessed Virgin). 

 If you are interested in helping us in organizing a 

Consecration in your own Parish, please let me know and I will 

get to you all the information, including instructions on how to 

do this and supplies you and your Parish will need.
